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Community  

The large number of nature reserves and commons in conservation 

management already give opportunities for community involvement 

through volunteering and other activities. There is great potential for 

building on this and promoting participation from new audiences. 

Worcestershire Wildlife Trust, Worcestershire County Council, Malvern 

Hills Conservators and Wychavon  District Council all offer a range of 

volunteering opportunities on their sites, including habitat management, 

walks and talks to raise awareness of the importance of this habitat. 
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 Black poplar: important, often veteran, specimens of black poplar are found throughout 

the southern part of the Malvern Chase along streams, roadsides and on the commons. 

Many of the veteran trees require restorative management and the propagation and 

establishment of female trees is also a priority.
